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7. Finishing up – Check the rear of the hood rack for clearance to the hood.  If it is too close, lift up and slide the 
roll cage clamps up their tubes.  Then tighten down all fasteners on the hood rack and brush guard.  To raise 
the rack for under-hood access, unfasten the star-grip bolts and lift the hood rack up and forward.
